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1.1. FOREWORD FROM 1HE CHAIRMAN

The Port of Algeciras Bay closed the year by fulfilling
all our expectations for growth and returning a total
throughput figure of 95 million tonnes. Nevertheless,
we still strive to reach the hallowed annual figure of 100
million tonnes, which would be a milestone both for the
Spanish port network and the Mediterranean.

The business volume for 2014 rose to €75.4 million,
with a financial result at €22.5 million, allowing us to
face the cost of heavy investment scheduled for the years
ahead.

We have also continued to promote the integration of

— APM Terminals and Total Terminal International Algeciras
- was highlighted again in November when the Port
of Algeciras was given an award for our high level of
productivity at the JOC 2014 Award Ceremony, held in
London and organized by Journal of Commerce, a renowned
US specialist publication catering for the sea-port sector.

At the same time we have continued to develop the

initiatives that help the ports managed by the APBA reach
ourtargetasa “Centre of Management Excellence” under
our 2020 Strategic Plan. Technological modernization and
innovation are the key elements of this plan to enhance
competitiveness, an essential ingredient on the current
diet of fierce rivalry. Nevertheless, the very essence of
our activity is not going to change the way we look at our
social commitment: we have continued to support - for
the seventeenth year now — various charity, social and
sports projects through our Port-Regional Committee,

as well as organizing other events such as sea-tours of our
facilities to celebrate European Maritime Day, when local
residents can get to know the Port of Algeciras and its Bay
better. Apart from this event, we have also had visits from
over 3,000 schoolchildren from the Campo de Gibraltar
region's schools via our “Know Your Port - Know Your
City” Programme.

PASSENGERS

ALGECIRAS

Ferry Berth:

There are eight ferry berths that serve the lines
covering the Strait. Passenger transfer is by elevated
platforms and walkways that connect the berths with
the Passenger Terminal.

Passenger Terminal:

The main passenger terminal building occupies
a 12,000 sgm surface area. The ground floor has
disembarkment areas and is mainly occupied by ticket
offices, shipping - line offices, shops and Civil Guard
and Customs offices. The top floor has embarkment
and disembarkment areas and a cafeteria, as well as
luggage, passport and ticket control points.

The main shopping area is in the annexe building, which
occupies a 7,900 sqm surface area over two storeys.
The ground flooris used by travel and forwarding agents
and the top floor is used by various forwarders and
shipping companies. The heliport Terminal managed
by AENA is located in the West Wing of the building.

Multi-Storey Car-Park Building:

This facility is mainly used by passengers travelling
to Ceuta or Tangiers and who prefer to leave their
cars in Algeciras. The car-park has 810 spaces over
3 floors (180m x 38m). The ground floor is open-plan
and is used for arranging embarkment of vehicles onto
ferries. The fourth floor is our helipad.

TARIFA

Berths:

There are two berths that are currently being used by
fast ferries covering the line to Tangiers.

Passenger terminal:

The Passenger Terminal brought into service in April
2003, occupies a 2,116 sgm surface area divided
into two storeys. On the ground floor are located the
premises for sale of tickets and check-in shipping,
cafeteria and official bodies. The first floor is also
occupied by offices of agencies.

CONTAINERS

APM Terminals Algeciras:

This terminal is located on Juan Carlos | Quay and
occupies a 686,132 sgm surface area holding 10,476
TEU container slots. It has a 1,941m berthline offering
draughts of between 14 and 16m. There are 19
Portainer cranes (4 x 74tm, 3 x 70 tm, 8 x 65 tm, 4 x 50
tm, 4 x 50 tm) and 59 Transtainers (49 x 61 tm, 10 x 40
tm) that work the terminal.

Total Terminal International Algeciras (TTI-A):

This new terminal, located on Isla Verde Exterior Quay,
occupies a 35.76 Ha surface area. It has a 650m
ber-thline with 18.5m draughts, 8 Portainer cranes and
32 transtainers (40tm).

RO-RO TRAFFIC

There are 7 berths, ro-ro, in addition to the 8 cited in the
passenger section, with depth of 10.5 m and located in
the following spring: one in Isla Verde with a depth of
10 m, one in dock engineer Beaver R. of the Valley with
14.5 metres draught, another in Principe Felipe with a

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Most significant works undertaken by licensees:
CLH (Hydrocarbon Logistics Company).

CLH carried out renovation work to their in-house pipelines
and installed a new pipe rack that connects their terminal
to the loading and unloading points located on the inner
quay of the Ingeniero Castor R. del Valle Breakwater, where
they also renewed this loading and unloading installation.
The new pipe rack is one-thousand, four-hundred-and-thirty
metres long (1,430m).

APM Terminals.

APM have increased the height of four dockside cranes,
allowing them to meet the operational needs of the new
Triple-E Class containerships.

In 2014, work finished on the projects to fit out Isla Verde
Exterior detached breakwater, to reorganize the Tangiers
embarkment and disembarkment area, and to provide
new National Police and Civil Guard checkpoints at
Algeciras Port

Work was also completed on the reorganization of the main
roads leading to Algeciras Port and the new roundabouts
incorporated into the road network.

Work also finished on the installation and relocation of
piers in the El Saladillo Basin.

In 2014, execution work progressed on significant works,
notably:

+ Upgrading work to Tarifa quay-lines and the installation
of new piers: these works will adapt the berth-lines,
reinforce the quay structure and increase the number of
berths for recreational boats.

* Intervention to remove discarded anchors and chains
from the Bay of Algeciras anchorage zone sea bed: the
Bay's sea bed was littered with rusted remains that used
to tangle up with ships” anchorage gear and this work
has finally cleared up the sea bed.

+ Works on Algeciras Port Passenger terminal: to upgrade
passenger services, work was carried out on the
embarkment tunnels and on the mobile walkways that
connect the tunnels to the ships. Currently, we are also

installing moving walkways that connect the Passenger
Terminal to the ferry berths.

« Alteration and refurbishment work to building
installations: work has begun on upgrading and adapting
the lighting and fire-fighting systems in the APBA
headquarters at Algeciras Port.

Work on Juan Carlos | Quay.

Draft improvement work began on Juan Carlos | Quay
between bollards 1 and 22. This work is sub-divided into
three separate interventions:

* Reinforcement and upgrading of the quay foundations
with a pile screen and injections to the quay berm and
foundation.

* New fenders on the capping beam.
+ Dredging to improve draft from -14.00m to -17.00.

These works will adapt the quay to accommodate the
new generation of mega containerships and allow cranes
weighing up to 2,000 tonnes to operate at dockside.

The construction of a new BIP building in 2010 predated
the need to reorganize all the existing inspection facilities.
On the one hand, the transfer of the Foreign Health Service,
the Export Inspection, Surveillance & Regulation Service,
Customs and the Management Agency to new locations
forced the need to address the distribution of the current
BIP office layout.

With the alteration and expansion project of the border
inspection’s then-existing facilities already on the table, it

The surfacing of the area is set to have the same
features, textures and format as the current Llano
Amarillo promenade to give the project evident continuity
both spatially and materially; the cycle path will be given
similar continuity as it runs alongside the new port
enclosure that is to be built out of a shallow concrete
wall with cylindrical GRP posts.

To the North, two 7.60m-wide service roads are to be
laid to allow vehicles to get from Llano Amarillo pre-
embarkment area to the embarkment area proper during
Operation Cross the Straits in the summer months.
