These are goals that we will continue to

As a result of the planned incorporation
of South European ports into the new ETS
system, the most obvious risk of business
loss can be predicted in transhipment, in
favour of non-EU countries.

2.8 BRIEF OVERVIEW OF SPECIFIC
TRAFFIC FACILITIES

PORT OF ALGECIRAS

Ferry Berth:

There are eight ferry berths that serve the
lines covering the Strait. Passenger transfer
is by elevated platforms and walkways that
connect the berths with the Passenger Ter-
minal. For passengers who board with their
vehicles, there are also spaces and specific
areas equipped with the required services.

Passenger Terminal:

The main passenger terminal building
occupies a 12,000 sqm surface area. The
ground floor is for ticket offices, ship-
ping-line offices, shops and institutional
offices, together with disembarkment halls.
The top floor has embarkment and disem-
barkment areas and a cafeteria, as well as
luggage, passport and ticket control points.

The main shopping area is in the annexe
building, which occupies a 7,900 sqm sur-

face area over two storeys. The ground floor
is used by travel and forwarding agents and
the top floor is used by various forwarders
and shipping companies. On the west wing
of the building is where we have located our
Heliport terminal.

Multi-Storey Car-Park Building:

This facility is mainly used by passengers
travelling to Ceuta or Tangiers and who
prefer to leave their cars in Algeciras. The
car-park has 810 spaces over 3 floors (180m
x 38m). The ground floor is open-plan and
is used for arranging embarkment of ve-
hicles onto ferries. The fourth floor is our
helipad.

Express parking is located in front of the
passenger terminal.

PORT OF TARIFA

Ferry Berth:

There are two berths currently used by
high-speed vessels that cover the Tari-
fa-Tangier City-Tarifa line.

Passenger Terminal:

The Passenger Terminal, occupies a 2,116
sqm surface area divided into two storeys.
The ground floor is where the ticket-sales
premises and shipping-line check-in offic-
es, cafes and official institutions are to be
found. Official institutions are also located
on the top floor.

Multi-Storey Car-Park Building:

The Port of Tarifa has a the car-park with
direct access to Tarifa’s Passenger Termi-
nal.

RO-RO TRAFFIC

There are 7 other Ro-Ro ramps (apart from
the ones mentioned under the passenger
section) with 10.5m draughts located on
the following quays: one on Isla Verde with
draughts of 10m; one on the Ingeniero Cas-
tor R. del Valle Breakwater with draughts
of 14.5m; another on Principe Felipe Quay
with draughts of 14.5m; and two on Juan
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Carlos I Quay (one on the North side and
one on the South side, with draughts of 9m
and 10.5m, respectively). And another two
ro-ro berths on Isla Verde Exterior Quay
(one with 17.50m drafts on North Quay and
another with 18.50m drafts on the Quay ad-
jacent the breakwater). These berths serve
Ro-Ro ships that cover the Algeciras-Ceu-
ta and Algeciras-Tanger Med lines; and
sometimes cover sporadic lines, such as the
one set up to Mauritanian ports.

Our TTP (Heavy Goods-Traffic Terminal),
located on Isla Verde Exterior makes up an
enclosed, well-controlled area where heavy
goods traffic (semi-trailers and complete
cargo loads) operating within Port of Al-
geciras premises can be gathered. This
encourages the optimisation of the im-
port-export logistics chain and offers an
added value component, both to operators
and hauliers.

RAIL TRAFFIC

The Port of Algeciras Bay’s internal rail
network is made up of 3 separate branch
lines:

BRANCH 1.
This is the rail link to Isla Verde Interi-

or (T2) Rail Port Terminal from our South
Gate, completely built and in operation at

present. The facility has a total track length
of 2,150 metres and two fans with three
tracks each.

The first three-track siding makes up the
Isla Verde Rail Port Terminal and has the
following clearance lengths of track be-
tween points: track 1 — 300m; track 2 —
355m; and track 3 — 300m.

The second three-track siding — made up
of tracks 1, 4 and 5 has clearance lengths
of between 500m and 550m. This is the rail
link to Juan Carlos I Terminal. Currently, it
is not in operation.

The rail access leads to T2 from the Port of
Algeciras Bay’s South Gate.

BRANCH 2.

This is the rail link to Isla Verde Exteri-
or (T1) Rail Port Terminal from our South
Gate. The facility has a total track length
of 3,898 metres including Isla Verde Exte-
rior’s Rail Port Terminal fan of tracks. The
fan has three sidings with the following
clearance lengths of track between points:
track 1 — 591m; track 2 — 629m; and track
3 - 591m.

The rail access leads to T1 from the Port of
Algeciras Bay’s South Gate.

BRANCH 3.

Rail link between T1 and T2 Terminals, with
a total length of 263m.

CONTAINER

APM Terminals Algeciras.

This terminal, located on Juan Carlos I Quay
and occupies a 67,1 Ha surface area. It has
a 1,941m berthline offering draughts of be-
tween 14 and 16m. There are 19 Portainer
cranes (8 x 74 tm, 8 x 70 tm, 3 x 65 tm) and
65 transtainers and 102 tractor heads.

Total Terminal International Algeciras
(TTI-A).

This terminal, located on Isla Verde Exteri-
or Quay, occupies a 35.76 Ha surface area. It
has a 650m berthline with 18.5m draughts,
8 Portainer cranes and 32 transtainers
(40tm) and 20 shuttle carriers.

HYDROCARBONS AND OTHER LIQUID
BULKS

CEPSA'’s “Gibraltar” Oil Refinery.

The refinery’s distilling capacity is 12-mil-
lion tonnes of crude per year. At the port
facility within the complex, there are seven
loading and unloading berths for products
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(1,467 metres of pier), along with another
terminal dedicated exclusively for barge
activities. The latter facility has draughts
of between 6m and 20m depth, allowing
ships of up to 175,000 tonnes deadweight
to berth.

Sea Island.

Located in the Bay of Algeciras, at a depth
of 60m, allows oil tankers of up to 35,000
-tonne (DW) to be moored, with an unload-
ing capacity of up to 12,000m?/hour. It also
has a bunkering facility.

Exolum.

Exolum has a storage capacity of 203,144
m3 at the Port of Algeciras, divided up into
20 tanks. The company also employs our
port’s North Dock to load up fuel barges; its
flow collection boxes have a 500 m3/hour
pumping capacity.

Evos Algeciras.

Located on Isla Verde Exterior, the hydro-
carbon and liquid bulk terminal has a stor-
age capacity of 203,144m2, divided up into
22 tanks. It also has a pier for ships of up to
225,000 tonnes DW.

STAINLESS STEEL

Acerinox.

The factory, with its own port facilities to
import raw materials and dispatch finished
products, has a steel plant production ca-
pacity of 1,100,000 tonnes, a hot-rolling
capacity of 900,000 tonnes and a cold-roll-
ing capacity of 670,000 tonnes per year.

The plant occupies a 125-hectare surface
area and its port terminal has a 250-metre
quayline with 9.5-metre draughts and two
gantry cranes.

The Andalusian Mediterranean Water Au-
thority’s dolphins are located in Puente
Mayorga, near San Roque.

Berthing system for the loading of water in
tankers up to 115,000 TPM, made by berth-
ing and mooring breakwaters.

SPORTS & LEISURE

The El Saladillo Marina in Algeciras offers
900 berths for leisure craft of up to 15 me-
tres length. It occupies 35 hectares that is
home to several locally-based sailing clubs
that manage the berths under license.

The facility is complemented by Puerto
Chico in La Linea de la Concepcion to the
North west of the Bay, where other sailing
clubs manage 438 berths, and where the
Alcaidesa Marina company has more than
600 more berths on offer for leisure and
sports craft of up to 50 metres length with
a complete range of landfall, supply and re-
pair services.

At the same time, APBA also manages the
Port of Tarifa’s 118 berths for boats of be-
tween 5 and 11 metres length.

PORT OF ALGECIRAS
Fish Market.

The total surface of 7,910 sqm is divid-
ed up into an auction hall, exporters’ and
ship-owners’ premises, and traffic circula-
tion and other sundry areas on the Fishing
Dock.

PORT OF TARIFA
Fish Market.
It has a total area measuring 3.242 sqm,

arranged in the same way as the Algeciras
market.

BRIEF OVERVIEW
OF SIGNIFICANT
WORKS:

PROJECT TO EXTEND THE EL
SALADILLO FITTING-OUT DOCK AND
REFURBISH ITS ESPLANADE.

Work consists of extending the berthline
of the Fitting-Out Dock by 153 metres, and
correcting the differing settlement issues
that have built up since its original con-
struction. The esplanades will be expanded
in the areas that the quay structure is ex-
tended. The two interventions together oc-
cupy a joint surface area of 8,629.70m sqm.

PROJECT TO REFIT AN ESPLANADE
ON ISLA VERDE EXTERIOR QUAY TO

TWO: ESPLANADE.

The works define the fitting out of an es-
planade that is required to park HGVs and
other industrial vehicles, with its corre-
sponding surfacing, fencing, checkpoint
and other such equipment needed to man-
age is as a waiting area.

The lorry park as projected will have a ca-
pacity for 542 spaces and will occupy a
79,839m2 surface area, including the exist-
ing 27,046m? lorry park and the 52,793m?

Fitting out the current lorry park esplanade
will require the following interventions:

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PROJECT FOR AN APBA PORT notable because of their dimensions and

SECURITY & PROCESS COORDINATION
CENTRE AT THE PORT OF ALGECIRAS.

The aim of this work is to completely al-
ter and expand the Security Centre at the
Port of Algeciras. The facility was original-
ly built in 2011 and, since then, it has been
abandoned.

Due to the need to create a facility where
our Bay of Algeciras Port Security & Process
Coordination Department can be located,
we decided to alter and expand the current
centre to give it a change of use, in the main
because the building still meets a series of
conditions that make it ideal to house the
scheduled installations. It is well-located
in a central area and has good communica-
tions with the Port of Algeciras, and is am-
ple enough to accommodate all the offices
required for the use it is intended for. The
part of the building to be used for Port Se-
curity lies within the original building and
will take on the typical layout of an admin-
istrative building with offices, conference
rooms, classrooms, lounges, stores, ar-
chives and changing-rooms.

The Coordination Centre will be mainly lo-
cated in the new annex, although part of it
is to be housed on the second floor of the
original building, again with a typical ad-
ministrative office building layout, but
made up of two separate spaces that are

use: one is for a Data Processing Centre
and the other is an Operations Room from
where we can coordinate all the different
port processes.

As for the remainder of the building, it will
house all the typical spaces required for op-
erations to be carried out correctly, along
with toilets, installations and maintenance
rooms, etc. To accommodate the layout of
the building according to the needs pro-
posed by APBA, the original building and
the annex are to be connected by means of
a mezzanine floor structure that creates a
whole new first floor with a vertical inner
core that communicates with the rest of the
common working areas. The newly altered
building will make up a series of working
spaces that stand out because of the access
area — its most distinctive feature — and a
huge interior esplanade to park the Port Se-
curity fleet of vehicles.

MODIFIED PROJECT TO REFURBISH
THE EMBARKATION TUNNELS

Passengers travelling from Algeciras to
Ceuta or Tangiers, and vice-versa, embark
or disembark via the network of fixed walk-
way or tunnels that communicate berths to
our Passenger Terminal.

Due to the complaints registered by nu-
merous customers, motivated mainly by
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two factors: the high temperatures that
are prevalent in the embarkation tunnels;
and water leaking into the tunnels, which
makes transiting the tunnels difficult be-
cause of the slippery floor. We decided to
make the aim of this project solving the
different problems posed by the existing
tunnels: on the one hand, lowering the high
temperatures and, on the other, improving
the waterproofing. Work basically con-
sisted of: installing a thermally reflective

panelling system on the polycarbonate roof
facings, where a huge amount of the heat
originates; installing louvres that allow
air to pass freely and refresh the area; re-
pairing deteriorated polycarbonate panels;
and the installation of other elements that
would stop water from leaking from out-
side.

PROJECT TO PROVIDE NEW STREET
LIGHTING ON THE COMMERCIAL QUAY
AT THE PORT OF TARIFA.

In 2017, we carried out the complete ren-
ovation of the Fishing Dock’s street light-
ing under an urban development altera-
tion project, by installing LED lamps and
floodlights on GRP-reinforced polyester
column supports. The project is thus de-
fined as the Port of Tarifa Commercial Quay

street-lighting installation project. As in
previous projects, this one again includes
energy-saving, economic lighting technol -
ogy that will both help reduce energy costs
and also comply with illumination levels
as per current standards. Basically, the
project has dealt with replacing floodlight
towers with column supports that are more
compatible with their surroundings.
